1. We are all sinners!

It is not hard to admit that we all have done things that we know is wrong, but yet we do them anyway.
That is called sin! We all are guilty of it we have been doing it since we were born.

Luk 5:31-32 Na tmimel Dyisas fagu di fléd, manan, “I to fandas, nun gukmamun i to mulung. Bay i to landé
fdasan, landé gukmamun i to mulung. Ise ku i dad to tluh i fanngabalgu, bay i dad to gamsala du fye msal ale.”

Luk 18:19 Na tmimel Dyisas, manan, “Dét i duenam man do fye agu? Lo satu i fye, dunan Dwata.

Luk 18:13 Bay i to gal mwe bayad i buhis, tadag kenen di gumawagan. Kudung kenen, na ntungan i kfen mda
di sas¢ kliduan, na manan, ‘E Dwata, begam agu kando du too agu gamsala.’

2. There is a cost for that sin!

Luk 16:15 Bay manan di dale, “Gamu i dad to tadé¢ mimo fye di kanfe i dad to, bay gadé Dwata i mné di
nawayu. Né i too knabas i dad to, yé landé btas di kanfe Dwata.

Du i ulé i kimo sala dunan i fati, bay i tade blé Dwata dunan nawa landé sen fagu di ku Krayst Dyisas, i Amuto.

Dyan 3:18 “Na n¢ to ftoo di Nga i Dwata, ta 1a falnayam Dwata dun, bay né to 1a ftoo di kenen, ta nukum di
kaflayam du la fantoon i sen Nga Dwata.

3. Jesus died and paid for our sins on the cross!

Luk 19:10 Nado, i dnagit Nga To, yé duen-gu salu dini di tah tana du fanngabalgu na falwagu i dad to lanah.”

Luk 24:46 Na manan dale, “Ani gsulat di Tnalu i Dwata, manan, ‘Maflayam i Mgalék Dwata na fles mati na
Ié man mték di gatlun du.’



Christ died for sinners!

4. Salvation is a free gift, not by good works. You must take God’s
word for it, and trust in Jesus alone!

Salvation is trusting and receiving Jesus Christ as your Savior. It's trusting in the fact that Jesus Christ died on
the cross of Calvary to pay for your sins! It's realizing there is absolutely nothing whatsoever you can do to save
yourself and completely trusting in Jesus Christ to save you! It's not any church that saves. It's not any baptism,
not good works, not sacraments, not repenting, not praying through, not living a good life — IT'S NOT
ANYTHING YOU CAN DO!

Roma 10:9-10,13 Galwa ge ku tulenam Dyisas i Amu, na fantoom mda di nawam ta nték Dw
ata kenen di fati. Du mda di nawato i kaftooto, na yé uléan ta tluh ato di kanfe Dwata na ta galwa ato du tulento
1 fantooto. Du ani man di Tnalu 1 Dwata, “I kdee tamlo di dagit i Amu, galwa ale.”

It ALL
depends on doing what God SAID!

God said if you receive and trust in Jesus Christ you are saved. Notice it does NOT say you "might" or "could"
be saved — but "shall be saved". YOU ARE SAVED!
